· ICT trade fair enhances its role as a B2B platform
· New exhibition structure ensures greater transparency
Istanbul/Hannover. Over the past few years CeBIT Bilişim Eurasia has developed into Eurasia’s biggest business platform. The trade fair is an international hub for the ICT markets of Turkey, south-eastern Europe and the countries around the Black Sea. In 2011, this major ICT event was restructured to feature four new user-oriented platforms, thus echoing the highly successful new set-up of CeBIT Hannover. Strengthened by this organizational move, the forthcoming trade fair, which takes place from 6-9 October at the TÜYAP exhibition centre in Istanbul, will attract visitors with a host of new topics as well as a high-calibre conference program. Keynote themes will include “Smart Living Concepts”, radio technology, television and satellite communication.
The past decade has seen a period of consistent growth on the Turkish telecommunications market. Mobile telephony has long since overtaken landline networks in terms of the number of telephones and the total length of all calls made. In 2010 sales of computer hardware, software and services rose by 25 percent and reached a value of €6.7 billion. ICT has also made big inroads into the workplace environment, business practice and business models during the same period.
CeBIT Bilişim Eurasia addresses this important trend. The new structure of the event will make it easier for visitors to find their way around the exhibition at the TÜYAP venue and provide greater transparency. The new structure will also help exhibitors target clients for talks and schedule meetings with business leads more quickly and efficiently. The four platform set-up marks a further step towards establishing CeBIT Bilişim Eurasia as the leading event for professionals in the region. 
The CeBIT Bilişim pro platform is ideal for companies showcasing professional ICT solutions for SMEs and companies with global business operations. The CeBIT Bilişim gov platform is geared to ICT decision-makers in the public sector and offers solutions for local government and public administration. CeBIT Bilişim lab focuses on research and innovative solutions for the ICT industry and offers universities and research institutes a platform. Finally, CeBIT Bilişim life places the emphasis on consumer-oriented solutions, technology for leisure activities, sport and entertainment, as well as new Internet applications and innovations for the digital lifestyle, including networked smart technology for the home. 
This year, every effort has been made to ensure that day-to-day trade fair business and the IT Summit are more closely linked than in the past. Experts from across the world will attend the CeBIT Synergy Summit, where discussion will centre on the challenges of the modern IT-based society and issues such as secure Internet, base stations and cloud computing security. A panel of experts comprising CIOs and CEOs from major companies will offer advice and insights into the digital future during the World Hosting Day. Exhibitors and visitors will derive significant benefits from the interplay of the exhibition and the summit program.
The keynote display “Smart Cities” will highlight solutions and applications for “cities and citizens”. Visitors will be able to find IT solutions that simplify and speed up administration and service delivery in local government. These are issues of great interest and will attract delegations of VIPs and buyers from various cities and regions across Turkey. Companies from Germany and Bulgaria are staging joint national displays to present their products and innovations there. Key figures from politics and business in both countries have already indicated that they will be attending.
Last year, 1,066 exhibitors from 16 countries displayed their products and innovations here on a total area of 19,158 square metres. More than 1,000 product innovations and new developments, services and applications were exhibited. The five-day trade fair attracted an audience of 131,318 visitors to the Tüyap exhibition grounds. 
CeBIT Bilişim Eurasia is organized in close cooperation with partner organizations and HIFAS Hannover Fairs Interpro International Fairs A.S., supported by an international network across more than 40 countries. In 2011, Türksat will again be the main sponsor of CeBIT Bilişim Eurasia. Other sponsors will include the airline Onur Air and the ICT company Huawei.
Turkey took part in CeBIT 2011 in Hannover as the Partner Country with more than 90 exhibitors and reported a successful event which led to numerous business deals.
